Waiver of ground water nitrate contamination liability for container nurseries

Nursery operators that voluntarily implement an Interim Measure that has been adopted in rule by the Florida Department of Agriculture will receive a waiver of liability potentially imposed by the state and associated with nitrate contamination of ground water. For nursery operators to comply with the Interim Measure, cultural practices or production practice modifications will often need to be implemented. University of Florida Extension Service will provide education for nursery operators implementing production practices that qualify for compliance with Interim Measure. The purpose of this in-service training is to develop skills and educational competency needed to assist nursery operators with implementing cultural practice modifications that comply with the Interim Measure.
