· Shelter

· Sanitation – in camp and when wetted at work

· Sleeping

· Communications within and between teams

· Transportation

· Writing, printing and duplicating capability

· Security – personal and equipment/supplies

· Use of, charging, and recharging of electrical stuff

· Procurement “on-the-road” – (Basically – Don’t), but if you must --

Working tools, equipment and supplies for team use:
· “Finding” tools

· GPS

· Compass

· Abney level & rod

· Tape measure

· Charts and maps

· Recording tools

· Photography

· Computer

· Paper and Pencil – sketches and notes

· Aerial observation and photography

· Supplies available – where’s the cache and what’s in it?

· What should you bring along to make life easier or the project more complete?

· Lists of contacts and sources of help for marine industry people

· Resource materials – handouts, fact sheets, or --?

Legal terms:
· Dereliction

· Salvage

· Abandonment

· Find

· Admiralty – as applied to safe harbor 

· Inland vs. International

· Lines of demarcation

· Responsibilities – which agencies do what?

· Related – Environmental issues – what trumps what when fluids leak?

· What should teams be doing?

· Assessment of client’s problems

· Quantify losses

· Finding cause/effect on boats displaced by storms and surge

· Estimate down time due to storm - by industry or segment

· Report on available and unavailable ramps and other access to water
