	Field Tour (0.5 day)
 a) Attendees will visit a regional stormwater management site in Sarasota County known as “Celery Field Stormwater Management Site”. Currently this park serves as the part of the Sarasota County’s water resources heritage. The site was at one time a sawgrass wetland system. It was drained in 1900s for celery production. In 1994, Sarasota County bought this area to perform its natural flood storage function and prevent downstream flooding along Phillippi Creek. Currently there are more than 185 species of birds.

b) Visit to the agricultural (citrus and vegetable) and urban (gated communities) stormwater impoundments located within the Shroeder Manatee Ranch. The tour will include presentations from Vice President, Agriculture (SMR), environmental consultants, and Developers.
