In-service Title: Soil and Fertilizers Training for Master Gardener Coordinators
Agenda/Description of In-service: The proposed in-service training will provide county MG faculty with a working knowledge of Florida soils.  Topics for the lecture and field based training will include: 1) FL geology and soil formation, 2) soil morphology and classification, 3) soil chemical, biological, and physical properties that impact plant growth, 4) soil testing and fertilizer recommendations, 5) available landscape fertilizers, 6) water quality issues related to fertilizers, 7) fertilizer best management practices (BMPs).  In addition, county faculty will receive a basic powerpoint slide set that can be used when conducting county MG training.  We will instruct county faculty on the use of the Web soil survey to identify soils of local importance.  This will allow county faculty to adapt the basic slide set to each individual county.  We will also prepare and distribute a hand-book containing several hands-on soils activities that county faculty can incorporated into their local training.
