Agenda/Description of In-service:  
Description:     Most Americans spend the majority of their time indoors.  Therefore, indoor environmental quality is of primary importance for obvious health reasons.  Since people can make many decisions about their living circumstances, they can have a great influence on indoor environmental quality.  Funded by USDA/CSREES Healthy Home Partnerships Program, this Florida Healthy Homes In-service training provides an overview of critical indoor environmental issues that threaten health of Florida residents.
